*f using actual expenses, please provide your debit/credit card showing you paid the expense. Please whiteout/blackout any non-related expense as well as your account number.
*Maximum per interview reimbursement limitation amounts: Hotel up to $150 per night with a maximum stay of two nights. Flight is limited to one ticket for the student. Rental car is limited to $100.

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Please note that approval of this appeal does not mean that you have been approved for additional loan funding. This appeal form was created to provide our office with the necessary documentation to increase your cost of attendance to allow
you to apply for additional financial aid.
