•  Record graduates

- Annual research awards: $126.6 million

• Annual revenue when combined with 501c3 practices

- $307 million clinical revenue 
(501c3 / LLC clinical revenue)

- $306 million, record levels for UTHSC in 
sponsored programs (non-clinical grants/contracts), 
largest in UT System

- $323 million (philanthropy, special services, 
state appropriation, tuition)

• Held tuition flat for 4th year in a row
