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UT Health Science Center possesses many portraits of individuals who have been a part of its heritage. In addition to providing pictorial history, on occasion descendents or family friends wish to view portraits of our University forefathers. To preserve this rich tradition the following protocol will be followed: 
  

1) Portraits acquired by the University will be maintained and housed or displayed by the college, department, or unit with which the subject faculty or staff member was affiliated. The Chancellor's Office should be advised when a new portrait is acquired. 

 2) Portraits will be maintained in good condition and displayed appropriately or stored in a location and manner that will not permit damage to or deterioration of the painting. 

 3) An institutional inventory of portraits will be maintained by the Chancellor's Office. Offices in custody of portraits are responsible for informing the Chancellor's Office immediately when portraits are relocated and may not dispose of portraits without prior consultation with the Chancellor's Office.
