We are aware of the CDC’s updated guidelines for fully vaccinated
individuals in indoor environments.

We will continue to monitor additional CDC recommendations and all other federal, state, and
local rules/regulations as well as those issued by UT Health Science Center

before we make a change to our policy.

If you do not have a mask, we will gladly provide one for your visit today!

Once you arrive to your appointment, you and anyone who accompanies you will have your
temperature taken and be asked the following questions:

° Have you tested positive for COVID-19? If so, when?
° Have you been in close contact with a confirmed case of COVID-19?
° Are you experiencing newly developed or recent onset of COVID-19 symptoms?

If you answer yes to any of these questions or have a temperature of 100.4 degrees or
above, you may be asked to reschedule your appointment. There will be no penalties for
canceling appointments on short notice during this time.

Si responde afirmativamente a cualquiera de estas preguntas o tiene una temperatura de 100.4
grados o0 mas, es posible que se le solicite que reprograme su cita. No habra sanciones por cancelar
citas con poca antelacidon durante este tiempo.
