Description of HFD:
The product is packed in 12.5 kg box in a form of pellet. Each box is identified with the product name, description, lot number, and expiration date. It requires storage in a cool dry environment. Stored correctly they should last 3-6 months. Because of the high fat content is best if kept frozen.

Storage conditions: Feed must be stored at 4oC in a dry environment. Feed must be stored off the  floor on a pallet, rack, or cart. Opened bags of feed must be stored in a secondary vermin-proof container to minimize contamination and to avoid the potential spread of pathogens.
