HOW TO TAKE NOTES ON

POWERPOINT SLIDES

This guide is offered as a resource for
UTHSC students who are taking online
courses. The aim of this issue is to equip
learners with strategies for managing
course notes with PowerPoint.

When instructors share PowerPoint
slides in the learning management
system (LMS), it's convenient to print
the lectures for notetaking in class. But
what happens when you can't print?

Rather than download and print the
presentation slides, save the files to
your PowerPoint online account. From
there, use the note-taking feature to
type your own notes while viewing the
slides. Add the word 'notes' to the
name when you save your document.
Saving notes in the drive will give you
the convenience of being able to
access notes on the go. In addition,
when you do decide to print them, you
can select the handout option to
include your notes!

Directions:

Login your UTHSC Office 365 account
using your UTHSC username and
password. First, upload the file to
OneDrive.

Then, follow these three steps:

- Select the PowerPoint icon and
open the PowerPoint

. Select the View tab at the top of the
presentation slide

« Select the Notes tab to type your
notes in the text box appearing
beneath the slide

- Select an image and choose Edit Alt
Text to insert specific details which
immersive readers can read aloud
